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FOR ASSEMBLY

Use safety drawer locks to prevent children climbing.

Stability of tall items may be affected by thick pile carpet or uneven floors.

Do not place unanchored televisions on furniture.

- Check for any electrical wires or plumbing inside the wall before drilling any holes
